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THE MISSION CREEK MADAMS NEED YOUR HELP!!! 

Several of us guild members (I call us the Mission Creek Madams) are volunteers in the quilting pro-
gram at the Mission Creek Women's Prison.  Pat Verd, a dedicated woman who recruited volunteers at a 
guild meeting months ago, is our mentor and facilitator.  We assist the inmates with quilting for 2 
hours daily on Thursdays through Saturdays working hand-in-hand with the prison Recreational Direc-
tor.  We are a dedicated group. If one of the volunteers does not show up on a designated quilting day, 
the inmates are not allowed to quilt. When one of us shows up at our designated time, the inmates 
cheer. One inmate told me that the natural high she gets from quilting is much better than any of the 
highs she got from taking drugs. 

 The inmates at mission Creek are serving sentences of 4 years or less and must hold a job at the 
prison. Some of the quilters are experienced. Some have never even touched a sewing machine. Some 
join the quilting program and stay. Some come once or twice and then quit for one reason or another. 
Some inmates are older. Some are very young. Some come in a group. Some come alone. Some days we 
have 4 inmates quilting and other days we may have 8. 

 All supplies are donated. Most of them don't work properly, are worn out or in slim supply or consumed 
as quilts are made. Inmates are not allowed to keep their quilts. Instead, quilts are donated to local 
organizations including Kitsap Resource Center, Linus Project, Quilts from the Heart, Habitat for Hu-
manity, Rebuilding Families and Purdy Prison Pet Partnership.  

 Some WSQ members have already donated quilting supplies including notions, fabric, an ironing board 
with a new pad, a new 18" x 24" cutting mat, plastic crochet hooks, quilting books and instructional 
time to the MC Quilting program. And our guild has donated a roll of batting. Any gift is appreciated by 
all of us involved. Our "wish list" still exists however. Here's a list of supplies that would help add 
to our success. 

1.  4 - Omnigard 6"x24" rulers 
2.  4 - Omnigard 18"x24" cutting mats 
3.  4 pkgs/5 - 45 mm cutting blades 
4.  1 - 12.5" square 
5.  120" or so measuring tape  
6.  3- Black n Decker irons or something comparable  - B & D irons are around $15 or so. 
7.  10 pkgs 90/14 sharp quilting needles  
Most of these items can be purchased at JoAnn's with a 40% off coupon which would certainly de-
crease the price of your donation. And I am certain there are lots of unused coupons floating 
around among our members.  Also, you could share the cost with another member of the guild. 

 I will be available at our next 2 guild meetings with a sign up sheet for these items. Please consider 
signing up and donating an item with a generous heart. And if you have an extra JA's coupon, we could 
share.
