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Money Handling Review Committee A

An ad hoc committee met to review the way West Sound Quilters han-

dles money. The committee included President Becky Evans, current Treasurer Lynn
Kuch, Syndie Hagardt, and Lillian Schauer. Former Treasurer Dixie Kliewer was out of
town and unavailable to meet with the committee. But she provided valuable input and
concerns in writing and by phone.

After reviewing current methods used by WSQ, the committee concluded that each group
or project person handling money will be provided with a receipt book which they will use
to record all cash received. WSQ will also create standardized forms to be used by each
person or group when turning in money to the Treasurer. For example, the Membership
Chairman will have her own form reflecting the information needed for that job. The Raf-
fle Ticket Sales person will have their own form, as well as the Raffle Ticket Site Sales per-
son, Retreats, and Workshops. Those standardized forms, and any attached cash re-
ceipts, will then become part of the audit trail once they are turned over to the Treasurer
and can be easily tracked by the annual audit committee. Each of the newly created stan-
dardized forms will also be collected and saved onto the WSQ computer for easy access
as volunteers change over time. This should save the chairmen from the current practice
of having to create their own forms or wondering what is expected of them in handling
money.
