With quilt show in our thoughts our subject will be categories. 

In an effort to make the biggest (by far) machine piecedmachine piecedmachine piecedmachine pieced----appliquéd appliquéd appliquéd appliquéd category a little smaller and your chance for a 
ribbon a bit better, we have added an extra large and adjusted the sizes to spread them over a wider range. 

Another thing that would reduce it would be for quilts that fit other categories to be entered in those.  If your quilt 
was started or a result of a guild workshop it should be entered in workshop, workshop, workshop, workshop, even if you finished it at home.  This 
is nice for the public as well to be able to see the like quilts together yet see the unique difference in each. 

Hand appliqué  Hand appliqué  Hand appliqué  Hand appliqué  should be at least 60% hand appliquéd.  Machine piecing is okay as long as 60% of the impact of 
the quilt is hand appliquéd.  Most juried shows allow a handhandhandhand----pieced pieced pieced pieced quilt to be machine pieced in the long vertical 
rows and borders.  In other words, the piecing in the block is done by hand, hand-pieced into rows and then ma-
chine pieced into a top. 

We have combined the theme category for this year with holidayholidayholidayholiday and added celebrations.  celebrations.  celebrations.  celebrations.  This is another place to 
enter a quilt instead of machine pieced/machine appliquédmachine pieced/machine appliquédmachine pieced/machine appliquédmachine pieced/machine appliquéd.
