STASH BUILDER:  We made it 

through the first distribution of 30ôs 

reproduction fabrics.  What an impres-

sive amount of participation with 61 

bags of fabric.  I learned a few tricks 

along the way, so hopefully it will go 

smooth at the September 1st meeting, 

which will be black and whites.   

    Hereôs a reminder of how it works:  

Purchase one yard of quilt store qual-

ity fabric in the requested theme for 

that month.  Wash, press and cut into 6 

1/2ò squares.  (cut five 6 1/2ò strips 

width of fabric and cross cut into 6 

1/2ò squares.  One yard yields 30 

squares.  Put into a zippered gallon 

plastic bag marked with your name 

using a Sharpie so you can easily lo-

cate your bag at the end of the meet-

ing.  Bring it to the meeting and you 

will take home a variety of squares.  

This isnôt a drawing so you will go   

home with as many as you brought.  

There is an added bonus: You will be 

able to cut a 2 1/2ò strip from your 

leftover fabric.  Bring in that strip as 

well for a drawing for a ñJelly Rollò.

 fully.  No amount of creativity can cover up a poor job.  Practice and classes can 
 help with all of the above.  

2.  Take care of your body .  Quilting is tough on the body.  Proper glasses and 

good lighting are important.  Switch between hand and machine sewing.  Have 
the proper tools and work heights.  

3.  Take Care of your machine .  It is an investment.  Learn to use it properly.  
Read the manual and take the classes your dealer offers.  Service yearly. 

4.  Learn and delight in your style .  Learn what you truly love in a quilt.  Donôt 

worry about what your family or friends think.  Please and satisfy your creative 
self.  Study what appeals to you at shows and in books.  Learning of basic color 
and design knowledge helps you do any style successfully.
