
Machine Attached Piped Binding

1. Cut four cross-grain or straight-of-grain (NO BIAS) strips of fabric for the binding. Each
strip should be 3 inches wide and 4 inches longer than the side to which it will be attached. If
the fabric cuts are shorter than the side, you will have to join cuts together with 45 degree
seams to spread the seam allowance bulk.

2. Cut 4 strips of fabric for the piping. Each strip should be 1¼ inches wide and 4 inches longer
than the side of the quilt to which it will be attached. Again, if the cuts are shorter than the
side of the quilt then join the strips with 45 degree seams to spread the seam bulk.

3. Iron a crease down the long middle of the 3 inch wide binding strips.

4. Using a 5 pin tuck foot attach the piping strip to the middle of the binding strip by following
the crease line. Fold the 1¼ inch piping material over a pre-shrunk cord and sew close to the
cord.

5. Press the binding in half, exposing the piping at the edge.

6. Measure the width of the binding and trim to 1¼  inches.

7. Trim off about ¼ inch of seam allowance from the piping fabric to reduce bulk inside the
binding.

8. Using a normal sewing foot, attach the binding to the back of the quilt, starting and ending
just at the point where the adjacent binding strip is attached to it's side. Adjust the distance of
the seam line from the raw edge according to the thickness of the batting so that the piping
folds over the front quilt edge to just past the seam you used to attach the binding.



9. Put the 5 pintuck foot back on and adjust the needle to fall just into the seamline between the
piping and binding. Use a color of thread that disappears into the seam fold.

The hardest step is NEXT!!!!

10. You now have 4 separate pieces attached to the back of your quilt. To make a corner you
must line up two bindings , right sides together, and sew a 90 degree corner seam to join
them. I start with a line. from the start/end point of the binding attachment seam and draw it
perpendicular to the length of the binding strip. Then I use an indelible ink pen or
disappearing ink pen to draw in a 90 degree corner . This last seam, especially, should have a
shortened stitch length.

This is the magic step!!!!

11. Trim the ends of the binding/piping strip and turn the corner outside in.  It should pop over
the corner!



12. You are ready to continue to sew in the ditch between the binding and the piping to finish the
corner.
